To this end, Pastor is
initiating a year- long project to have everyone at St Davids attend a Dave Ramsey Financial Peace
University program to be held at St. Davids. Ehoverwhelming theme of Financial Peace
University is to avoid debt at all costs and to develop and live on a household budget that includes
building a plan for giving to get out of any debt you currently have. This program does rely heavily
on Bible influences and scripture.



The first part of this project is to send 3 people to Nashville to attend some training on how to
implement this church wide program. Then, those 3 people come back to lead the program. Costs
will be approximately $100 per person forevery person who attends the Financial Peace
University

2. Pastor also proposed the idea of creating a new level of coordination for each of the 6 focus areas
of St Davids. Worship, Learning, Witness, Service, Support, Stewardship. This will help with the
overall communication and function of each of the different areas. For example, it is a very good
thing that Support has many functions going on right now. A person to oversee and communicate
amongst the different functions of Support would be very helpfulThe final responsibility for
budgets and function will still be with the Pastors and Council, but this intermediate coordination
could make each functional more efficient.

-Pastor Greg said that there have been some security issues. Possible recommeandahat cameras
could be installed. Pastor made a motion to contact Elli Gearhart to get us a proposal and a quote to
install cameras. Marvin seconded. Unanimously approved.
